1- Pair of key and early legislation for the Americas, the first a prelude to the
protection of Indians later enshrined in the laws of the indies, the second the
earliest reference to the pirate threat against the gold extracted from the New

World

One of the earliest laws addressed to the Americas and the protection of the
native population, the Cortes of Valladolid of 1523 represent a key point in
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Spanish and American history, it is a
remarkably early prelude to the protection of
the native population, it petitioned the king to
ban the sale of Indians. This humanitarian
stance was part of the debate about the
consideration of the Indians as human beings,
influenced the Laws of the Indies, and Spanish
scholars as Father Francisco de Vitoria. The
Cortes also petitioned to ban trade by foreigners
to the Indies, an attempt to impose a monopoly
-which later on occurred. The Cortes occurred at
a moment of deep financial stress to the Crown,
the Emperor was heavily indebted to the
Fuggers and Welser’s and had given both
permissions to explore the Americas, a subject
which is also treated here.

This is the fourth edition, extremely rare as any
early edition. “Amongst them is a petition
requesting that the date of term or periods of
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slave grants should not be altered after the grant had once been made; and
that the Emperor should not allow any foreigners to trade in the Indies.”

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First edition of a very rare Americana, which
addressed one of the earliest threats to the Fleet
carrying treasure from America to Spain and
the first mentions of piracy connected to
American gold. In “Petition xii’, the Cortes
reveal the serious concern that they had about
the French and Moorish vessels that attacked
the Spanish ships as they returned from the
Indies laden with gold and other merchandise.
Piracy posed a perennial threat to the Spanish
galleons returning from America loaded with
bullion. The French and the Moors used the
captured ships against the Spanish and thus
became an even more formidable threat.

This is one of the earliest references to link
America with pirates and the first specific piece
of legislation to address the Spanish Crown'’s
reaction and determination to combat piracy, a

problem that would carry on for centuries and would give birth to legends
and wars. We locate two copies in the U.S., at Harvard and Temple

University.

Strikingly comprehensive manuscript journal of Wilhelm Philipp
Beuschel (1747-1826) of his participation in the American Revolution from
1777 to 1781. Beuschel spent much time on the bloody frontlines of the war,
and the journal is a treasure
trove of granular information
regarding combat in important
battles (Short Hills, Newport,
Yorktown, etc.) However, it is
perhaps most valuable as a
holistic account of a soldier’s
personal experience during the
American Revolutionary War,
from marching away from his
wife back in Germany (who
gave birth to their daughter two
days after he left), the long
transatlantic voyage to New York; its considerable records of regimental
movements, accounts of major figures in the war (George Washington,
Rochambeau, Cornwallis, etc.), detail about his time as a prisoner of war
after Yorktown, and his later service upon his return to Europe, the diary
gives a vivid picture of the daily life of an infantryman during the war, as
well as the procedural conduct of the conflict.

The journal is extremely detailed -and sometimes graphic- in its depiction of
the violence and privations of the war. Select passages of the manuscript are
available upon request, translated from the German, that give a sense of the
diarist's experiences and capacity for description.

Fine album of engravings by Francisco
Bayeu and Ramon Bayeu in a
magnificent binding by Brugalla; the
Bayeu’s were part of the group of
artists involved in the Real Academia
de San Fernando, which housed the
Calcografia Nacional. The Calcografia

gives news of having 14 engravings by the artist in 1796. His brother, Ramon,
was primarily known for his designs for tapestries, in 1763 he was given a
position at the Royal Tapestry Factory by Charles III, he collaborated on
commissions with Francisco de Goya, his brother-in-law.

Francisco Bayeu was a relevant Spanish neoclassic artist, known for his
frescoes and religious and historical themes, collaborator to Mengs and
Goya. The Museo del Prado biography says: “Mengs called him [Bayeu]
back to Madrid in 1762 to help him with the decoration of the New Palace...

After Mengs left for Rome in 1777,
Francisco Bayeu assumed all of his
obligations without, however, receiving
the corresponding post. As Meng’s
substitute, Bayeu was also responsible
for the artistic chores at the Royal
Tapestry Factory of Santa Barbara. He
made models for cartoons carried out by
his brother and supervised cartoons by
Goya, who had been his brother-in-law
since 1773. In 1785, at the behest of
Charles 1III, Bayeu and Maella
undertook the restoration of paintings
in the royal collections...”

Impressive large miniature attributed to the
so-called Spanish Forger, on a sheet from
the beginning of the 16 century showing a
a saint surrounded by medieval figures
(Isabella of France and her son the future
Edward III?) descending from a ship in
front of a city. The miniature is framed by a
large floral garland mixed with human
figures and natural and fantastic dragon
and bird representations. The scene
represents a saint surrounded by noblewomen in typical romanticized
medieval dresses, in the background a castle is rising above the crowd.

Named from the first work identified as a fake, in 1930, modern scholarship
have moved away from the perception of his Hispanic origin, pointing at a
more likely French origin. The Spanish origin is mostly due to a panel in the
style of Jorge Inglés, who was active in Spain in the 1440s. Since then there
have been suggestions that the forger was Portuguese, Belgian, Swiss,
English, or, most plausibly, French. He seems to have worked over a long
period, from the 1890s to the 1920s. Bella da Costa Greene gave him this
name because one of the first works she exposed in 1930 had been previously
attributed to Jorge Ingles who had been active in Spain. The number of
miniatures and panel paintings attributed to the Spanish Forger has steadily
grown. In 1939 it was thought to be 14. By 1978, when New York's Morgan
Library curator William Voelkle held a show, it was 150. Mr Voelkle, from
the Morgan, says his latest tally is 348. All are in the style of 14th- and 15th-
century artists. He "suspects there are more examples in private collections
and even some in museums, which have not been recognized".

A magnificent find, the unpublished revision
of the standard lawbook for the Americas,
made during the Bourbon reforms of the
governance of the Americas, completely
annotated and interleaved by Manuel de
Ayala, aimed to becoming a new book, to reform the Spanish crown’s legal
code for the Americas. This is a specially-commissioned printing, double as
large than any other copy, throughout interleaved, intended to allow
thousands of annotations. The notes record the history of the individual
laws, makes corrections to the printed text and comments on the governance
of Spanish America, updating them to the standards of the Enlightenment.
‘[O]ne of the most valuable sources that can be used for the historical study
of our colonial institutions” (Ots Capsegui).

This extremely rare variant of the 1774 Recopilacion,
typically found in four volumes and here published
in eight and with noticeably large margins, was -
most likely a special version intended to assist in the
project of which Ayala was a leading figure to ™
reform the Spanish crown’s legal code for the ..
Americas. Only one other copy of this variant is
known (although only the first volume survives), at :
the Biblioteca Nacional de Madrid, and it too =
includes some of Ayala’s annotations in manuscript. -
This copy is unique and extensively annotated
throughout with notes recording the history of the
individual laws, making corrections to the printed
text and recording more general observations on the
governance of Spanish America.

First edition, extremely rare, this is an encompassing
study of the properties, use in the Americas, virtues,
preparation, and consumption of cacao, with a
specific chapter for its use in the Indies. The book is
divided into seven chapters dealing with the
invention and description of the cacao tree, qualities,
uses, and temperament, the virtues of the oil butter
and salt of cacao, its composition, ingredients,

preparation, etc. According to OCLC we can only locate copies at JCB and
The New York Academy of Medicine in the U.S.

Spanish architectural, painting, sculpture, and perspective treatise of the
Renaissance. It is a provocative work that argues the superiority of “oblique”
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to “straight” (Vitruvian) architecture, and famously censures Bernini’s
designs for the colonnade around St. Peter’s Square and staircase in the
Vatican. Printed at the author’s private press. A ‘paradigmatic Baroque
architectural treatise” (George Hersey).

Impressive pair of photo albums of different
locations of South America, beginning in the Strait
of Magellan, up the west coast of Chile into Peru,
Ecuador, Panama, and Jamaica, documenting a
Krupp employee’s travel to the region.

both the wealthy and the less fortunate, city markets, Spanish colonial
architecture, rural housing, seascapes.

Represented are the city streets of Santiago de Chile, Paita, Valparaiso,
Panama, Guayaquil, Lima, and Kingston, etc. They are accompanied by a
series of journals by the author.

Remarkable illustrated manuscript commissioned
by the powerful Conde Duque de Olivares, with
illustration that links some of the bigger names in
European art in the 17t century, historically and
artistically significant, also an important source of
information for the history of the book in Spain.

Richly illustrated with drawings prepared to be transposed into prints, it
‘throws light on little understood aspects of the early years of printmaking
and publishing in Madrid” (Mcdonald). A number of engravers from the
Low Countries settled in Madrid from where they transformed the art of
engraving in Spain, the most likely contenders for the authorship of the
drawings in the Epitome are Juan de Courbes, Hermann Panneels, Juan de
Noort,' and Pedro Perete, all four had printed images of the Duke, some of
them after the images drawn or painted by Velazquez. It is important to bear
in mind this connection with Veldzquez when examining some of the
drawings of the ‘Epitome’, the pose of Olivares on the title page recalls a
major portrait of Veldzquez. The drawings vary in quality, but they seemed
to have been conceived as the preparatory drawings to be transferred to
copper plate. Based on his study of other contemporary prints by Courbes,
MacDonald sees his hand in some of the drawings of the ‘Epitome’.

First edition, a remarkable illustrated epic poem on
the most important naval engagement of the 16t
century, the Battle of Lepanto (1571), which
confronted all the might of the Ottoman Empire led
by Ali Pasha against the combined forces of
Christendom led by D. Juan de Austria in the
Mediterranean, the largest battle the world had seen
until then. The book was praised by its dedicatee,
Philip II of Spain.

Jerénimo Corte-Real (ca. 1533-1588) was a poet and
artist of the Portuguese Renaissance, he fought in
Africa and Asia before turning to writing in the later
years of his life. During his lifetime he was
considered a pair of Camoens, though Ilater
academicism has stripped him from such praise, he
is well known for his “Sucesso do segundo cerco de
Diu” (Lisbon, 1574), dedicated to King D. Sebastido.
This work, however, was well appreciated, and
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Philip II himself visited Corte Real, after commenting on this work.

First edition, the official account of the
voyages of the Beagle, the first
published book by Darwin, and one of
the most important voyages of
exploration for the history of science.
The first volume contains Captain
King's account of the expedition and
survey of Patagonia and Tierra del
Fuego. The second volume and the
appendix describe the second voyage of
the Beagle, which visited Brazil, Chile,
Galapagos, Tahiti, New Zealand, Australia and the Pacific; the third is
Darwin’s own account of the Beagle’s voyage and his first published book.

“The voyage of the ‘Beagle” has been by far the most important event in
my life, and has determined my whole career"
(Darwin).

“The five years of the voyage were the most
important event in Darwin’s intellectual life and in
the history of biological sciences... He returned a
hard-headed man of science, knowing the importance
of evidence, almost convinced that species had not
always been as they were since the creation but had
undergone change... The experiences of his five years
in the Beagle, how he dealt with them, and what they
led to, built up into a process of epoch-making
importance in the history of thought.”

portraits of Cortes and Olmedo. Bernal’s
chronicle aims to tell the true story, as opposed
to what considers false accounts of the 16t
century, addressing it to the people rather than
the monarch. Describes the
period from the conquest
until 1538, and includes the
expedition to find Francisco
Vazquez Coronado, lost in search of the city of Cibola. His
career in America started in 1514 when he joined the
largest fleet so-far sent to America.

The work was written by Diaz del Castillo, a soldier who
participated of the conquest of Mexico under Cortes and
other parts of the New World, making him a very
qualified narrator of the events of the first years of
European discovery, exploration and contact with the
American population, the turmoil, the enmity,
friendship, and human interconnection that ensued. This
is the real first edition, other copies, with a letterpress title
are a pirated later edition.

Fernandez de Avellaneda is the author as stated on
the title, though the correct authorship has never
been determined. In any case “Avellaneda’
published his “second part” of the Quijote in 1614,
and signed it as Fernandez de Avellaneda, it was
meant to appear as a sequel to the famous Quijote;
the publication of this work accelerated the writing
and printing in 1615 of a second canonical and official part of Don Quixote
by Cervantes with numerous allusions and criticisms of Avellaneda's
version (presented as one of the main motifs of the plot, being the direct
cause of the new journey of the protagonists).

Due to the death of Cervantes just five months after its publication, certain
authors have speculated that without Don Quixote de Avellaneda the
second legitimate part would probably not have been completed; in any
case, it has always been regarded by collectors as a complement to the
Cervantes” Quijote.

Jodorowsky is a Chilean-French filmmaker, illustrator, artist, comics
writer, screenwriter, film and theater director and producer, etc., a sound
influence in the 20t century science fiction world, maker of groundbreaking
avant-garde films and instrumental to ushering fiction as an integral part of
popular culture; he was co-author of Dune alongside Frank Herbert (of
which a copy recently made 2,660,000 EUR at Christie’s, lot 116, 2021).

Kerret de Quillien (1803-78) sailed from Brest on 1852 as an official artist for
the French Pacific squadron.

Together they sailed to the
Marquesas, Honolulu and the
Sandwich Islands before making a
failed  attempt to land  at
Petropavlovsk on the Kamchatka
Peninsula. While in South America
before the Anglo-French fleet sailed,
Kerret also accompanied his cousin,
Henri de Kersaint, on a diplomatic
mission to Quito. They trekked from
Guayaquil, across the Andes to their
destination. There is another -smaller-
set of drawings at the Quillien family
archive (Archives Finistere), which is
digitized.

First edition of one of the greatest
illustrated works on Mexican antiquities
and their conspiracy theories, and a
monumental privately funded publication.
His fateful obsession with Mexican
manuscripts is well known, at Oxford he became fascinated by one of the
Bodleian's manuscripts and decided to devote himself to the study of Central
American manuscripts and artifacts, producing a publication that would
ultimately cost him his fortune and his life. The immense resulting project
was an incredible contribution to the dissemination of the visual history of
the Yucatan. Kingsborough was also convinced of the pseudo-scientific idea
that the civilizations of ancient Mesoamerica were a lost tribe of Israel, and
his text is full of elaborate fantasies about the ancient connections between
the Maya and the ancient Mediterranean. He hired the Italian artist
Augustine Aglio to copy the Mexican manuscripts held in European libraries
and private collections, including
those of Sir Thomas Phillipps.
It also contains the first publication
of the findings of Dupaix and
Castafieda—which notably refute
the Lost Tribes of Israel and other
pre-Columbian contact theories.

First edition, a recognized scientific
and archeological account of the
antiquities found in Mexico City and
the main square in 1790, one of the
earliest of its kind and the first study
of the Aztec Sun Stone. This is one of
the first archeological studies printed

in Mexico and written by a Mexican,
it is also vanguardist in that it praises
the Aztec society and its achievements. The work describes and illustrates
the statue of Coatlicue an Aztec Goddess, and the massive Aztec Sun Stone,
a sacrificial stone and calendar; the relics were discovered in the main Plaza
of Mexico City. Leon y Gama theorizes on how the Aztecs measured time,
whilst praising the Aztec society for their achievements in the fields of
science and art, consonant with the growing Mexican nationalism and search
for a cultural identity. The work was published again in 1832, and one of the
plates was reproduced by Humboldst.

The finding caused sensation and a was a must for every person interested
in the antiquities of Mexico and archeology “It would be reasonable to
assume that Nebels first significant contact with Mesoamerican culture took
place in Mexico City’s central Plaza de Armas or Zocalo, where the Sun
Stone and the statue of Coatlicue had been unearthed in the not-so-distant
year of 1790...” (de Orellana).

The Hydrografia is divided in three parts, the first is general work on
navigation, the second is a derrotero of the coasts of the Atlantic, and the
third is the “~ Discurso hidrogrifico sobre la navegacion del Catayo’. The text was
perhaps used by the Spanish Armada in the failed invasion to England of
1588. Other parts of the text describe routes to the New World, China
including the so-called “portuguese route” via the Canary Islands, Brazil, the
Strait of Magellan and other islands in the Pacific, and Japan.

We are unable to trace a previous translation into Spanish of any derrotero
or navigational guide from English into Spanish, furthermore, this is
probably the first printed translation into Spanish of any English work.
“There is an interesting translation appended... This gives the various routes
to China, including what was known as the “Portuguese route,” via the
Canaries, Brazil, the Magellan Straits, and the Pacific Islands, including Java
and the Moluccas.”

A fine copy, in its absolutely genuine condition, of
the second edition of this guide to Tagalog, to-date
a national language of the Philippines. Totanes was
a Spanish Franciscan Friar and missionary to
Mexico and the Philippines. He resided in the
Philippines for c. 30 years, working with natives
and eventually appointed Prior to the Convent of
Manila. “This Arte by Father Totanes is considered
the best of all the writings by whose help the
Spaniards learnt the Tagala language.” (Maggs
Bros). According to Retana, this is the best of all

manuals on the Tagalog language.

First edition, written by an influential Mexican Jesuit,
and printed by a woman in Mexico, illustrated with
a tull-page engraved frontispiece (the only one we
have traced), portraying the Virgin in the Heavens
amidst a group of Angels. Vidal was involved in the
colonization of the Mariana Islands. This can be
considered as one of the earliest efforts to promote
the cult of the Virgin of Guadalupe. Manzo presents

Vidal’s work as part of an effort to invigorate the local Church ‘by the outline

Morena (Dark Madonna)’. Medina does not note the frontispiece plate,
which does not appear to be present in institutionally held copies either.

Extremely rare first edition of this title and
most of the contents, following an edition of
which a single copy is known. An unusually
fine example, even more relevant because of
the nature of the book, meant for heavy use.
Lucas was an influential early calligrapher,
considered by Cotarelo the creator of the
Spanish bastarda. The book was not only
influential in Spain, but also in America.
According to OCLC, we locate a single copy in the United States.
